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Texas Requirements for Electronic Pollbook Forms

This document outlines the requirements for forms that are completed electronically on the
pollbook device. The purpose of this documentis to provide guidelinesto pollbook vendors who
wish to have specificforms completed on the pollbook device so that those vendors are able to
create forms that satisfy the requirements of state law for those forms.

Each of the forms that can be completed electronically on the device are included on this
requirements list, along with a reference to the applicable functional standards and test cases
that involve the relevantform. This documentalso contains referencesto the relevant statutory
provisions and links to the official SOS-prescribed versions of the paper forms.

Requirements

1. The system must generate a report containingthe followingfields foreach voter:

Voter Name;
Voter Address;
VUID;
County Precinct Number;
Voter’'sSignature;
If the poll workerindicates that the voteris unable to sign, the poll worker’s
notation of the reason the voter was unable to sign;
Indication of the following statuses, if applicable:
o Reasonable Impediment Declaration (63.001(i))
o Provisional (63.011)
o SimilarName (63.001(c))
o Noton List (63.006)
The voter’sinitials for each of the following affidavits, if either or both affidavits
were completed:
o SimilarName Affidavit
o AffidavitforVoter Not on List (63.006)
The name of the voter’s assistant, if the voter used an assistant of their choice;
The address of the voter’s assistant, if the voter used an assistant of theirchoice.
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e Date and time that the voter checked in; and
e The location at which the voterchecked in.

2. This form must be translated into Spanish and any other languagesrequiredin the
jurisdiction using the system.

3. The system must be capable of sorting thisreportin the order that those voters checked
in.
4, The system must be capable of providing separate versions of this report for each polling

place inthe election.

5. The system must be capable of generatingthisreport as a printed report or an electronic
file that can be saved and retained.

6. The printedreport or electronicfile mustinclude the date of the electionand a space for
the presiding officer of the pollinglocationto sign the document.
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Reasonable Impediment Declaration (RID)

Use Case Used to allow a voter who presentsa “List B” form of ID to
complete the check-in process and vote a regular ballot.

Requirements

1. The voter must be able to selectone of the followingreasonable impediments:
e lack of transportation

e Lack of birth certificate or other documents needed to obtain acceptable form of
photo ID

e Work schedule

e Lostor stolenidentification

e Disabilityorillness

e Familyresponsibilities

e Acceptable form of photo ID applied for but not received.

2. When the voterisselectingtheirreasonable impediment, the following message must
appear on the screen: “The reasonableness of your impediment cannot be questioned.”

3. Afterthevoter has selected theirreasonable impediment, the system must display the
following affidavit language and allow the voter to provide a signature:

English: A person issubject to prosecution for perjury under Chapter 37, Penal Code,
or Section 63.0013 of the Texas Election Code for providinga false statement or false
information on this declaration. By signing this declaration, | swear or affirm under
penalty of perjury that the information contained inthis declaration istrue, that | am
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the same individual personally appearingat the polling place to sign this declaration,
and that | face a reasonable impediment to procuring an acceptable form of photo
identification listedin Section 63.0101(a) of the Texas Election Code.

Spanish: Una persona esta sujeta a enjuiciamento por perjurio bajo el Capitulo 37,
Cédigo Penal, o Seccidon 63.0013 del Codigo Electoral de Texas por proporcionar una
declaracion falsa o informacidn falsa en esta declaracion. Al firmar esta declaracion,
juro o afirmo bajo pena de perjurio que la informacidn contenidaen esta declaracién
es verdadera, que soy el mismo individuo que aparece personalmente en la casilla
electoral para firmar esta declaracion, y que enfrento un impedimento razonable
para procurar unaforma aprobada de identificacion con fotografia enumeradaenla
Seccion 63.0101(a) del Codigo Electoral de Texas.

4, Afterthevoter has providedtheir signature, there should be a field forthe election
officerto sign.

5. The election officer must be able to indicate which of the following types of List B IDs
were provided by the voter:

e Certified copy of a domesticbirth certificate or document confirmingbirth
admissibleina court of law which establishesthe voter’sidentity;

e Current utility bill;

e Bank statement;

e Governmentcheck;

e Governmentdocument that showsthe voter’s name and an address; or
e Paycheck

6. The system must be able to generate a copy of the voter’'scompleted Reasonable
Impediment Declaration. The copy must include the date the Declaration was executed,
the date of the election, and the pollinglocation at which the Declaration was completed.

7. This form must be translated into Spanish and any other languages requiredinthe
jurisdiction usingthe system.
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Oath of Assistance

Requirements

1. Afterthe voter has indicated that they will be usingan assistant of their choice, the
system must display the following affidavitlanguage and allow the assistant to provide a
signature:

English: | swear (or affirm) under penalty of perjury that the voter | am assisting
representedto me theyare eligible to receive assistance; | will not suggest, by word,
sign, or gesture, how the voter should vote; | will prepare the voter’s ballot as the
voter directs; | did not pressure or coerce the voter into choosing me to provide
assistance; | am not the voter’s employer, an agent of the voter’s employer, or an
officer or agent of a labor union to which the voter belongs; | will not communicate
information about how the voter has voted to another person;and | understand that
if assistance is provided to a voter whois not eligibleforassistance, the voter’s ballot
may not be counted.

asistencia, la boletadel votante podria no ser contada.

2. The assistant must provide the followinginformation:

e Signature of Assistant;

e Printed Name of Assistant;

e Address of Assistant; and

e Relationship of Assistantto Voter.

3. The systemshould also ask the assistant to answer yes or no to the following question,
and should include the answer on the report generated by the system:

English: Did you receive or accept any form of compensation or other benefitfrom a
candidate, campaign, or other political committee?

Spanish: Recibid o aceptd cualquier forma de compensacion u otro beneficio de un
candidato, campana o comité politico?

4. After the assistant has provided their signature, there should be a field forthe election
officerto sign.

5. The system must be able to generate a copy of the completed Oath of Assistance Form.
The copy must include the date of the election and the pollinglocation at which the form
was completed.

6. This form must be translated into Spanish and any other languages requiredinthe
jurisdiction usingthe system.
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Oath of Interpreter

Requirements

1. Afterthe voter has indicated that they will be usingan interpreter, the system must
display the following affidavit language and allow the interpreterto provide a signature:

English: | swear (or affirm) that, to the best of my ability, | will correctly interpretand
translate each question, answer, or statement addressed either to the voter by any
election officeror to an election officerby the voter.

Spanish: Yo juro (o afirmo) que, a mi mejor habilidad, interpretaré y traduciré de una
manera correcta cada pregunta, respuesta o declaraciéon que cualquier oficial
electoral dirijaal votante o que el votante dirijaa cualquier oficial electoral.

2. Aftertheinterpreterhas providedtheir signature, there should be a field forthe election
officerto sign.

3. The system must be able to generate a copy of the completed Oath of Interpreter Form.
The copy must include the date of the election and the pollinglocation at which the form
was completed.

4. This form must be translated into Spanish and any other languages requiredinthe
jurisdiction usingthe system.
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Affidavit of Non-Participation and Affiliation

Use Case Used when the voter indicates that theirvoting history in the
general primary election was incorrect, and the voter wishes
to vote in the other party’s runoff primary election.

Requirements

1. Afterthe voter has indicated that the party selectioninthe systemis incorrect and that
they wish to complete the affidavit, the system must display the following affidavit
language and allow the voter to provide a signature:

English: | swear that | have not voted in a primary election or participated in a
convention of another party duringthis votingyear. | hereby affiliate myself with the
Party.

Spanish: Juro que no he votado en una eleccién primaria ni he participado en una
convencidn de otro partido durante este afio electoral. Por la presente me afilio con
el Partido

2. The blank in the affidavitlanguage above should correspond to the party whose primary
the voterisseekingto vote in. (e.g.if the voteris shown as having votedin Party A’s
general primary election but wants to vote in Party B’s runoff primary, then the affidavit
language shouldinclude Party B in the blank field.)

3. The system must be able to generate a copy of the completed Affidavit of Non-
Participation and Affiliation Form. The copy must include:

e the voter’'s printed name,
e VUID
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e County Precinct Number;
e the date of the election; and
e the pollinglocation.

4. This form must be translated into Spanish and any other languages requiredinthe
jurisdiction usingthe system.
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
