Proclamation 41-4081 

TO ALL TO WHOM THESE PRESENTS SHALL COME: 

I, GREG ABBOTT, Governor of the State of Texas, by the authority 
vested in me by Article III, Sections 5 and 40, and Article IV, Section 

8, of the Texas Constitution, do hereby call the fourth extraordinary 
session of the 88th Legislature, to convene in the City of Austin, com-
mencing at 5 p.m. on Tuesday, November 7, 2023, for the following 
purposes: 

To consider and act upon the following: 

Legislation relating to primary and secondary education, including the 
establishment of an education savings account program, the certifica-
tion, compensation, and health coverage of certain public school em-
ployees, the public school finance system, special education in public 
schools, measures to support the education of public school students 
that include certain educational grant. programs, reading instruction, 
and early childhood education, the provision of virtual education, and 
public school accountability. 

Legislation related to school safety measures and related state funding 
mechanisms. 

Legislation to do more to reduce illegal immigration by creating crim-
inal offenses for illegal entry into this state from a foreign nation and 
illegal reentry or presence following denial of admission, exclusion, 
deportation, or removal; authorizing the removal of illegal immigrants 
from Texas; and providing indemnification and immunity for public 
officials, employees, or contractors in connection with the foregoing. 

Legislation to impede illegal entry into Texas by providing more fund-
ing for the construction, operation, and maintenance of border bar-
rier infrastructure, and additional funding for the Department of Pub-
lic Safety for border security operations, including additional overtime 
expenses and costs due to an increased law enforcement presence to 
preserve public safety and security in the Colony Ridge development 
in Liberty County, Texas. 

The Secretary of State will take notice of this action and will notify the 
members of the legislature of my action.
