Posted on bulletin board for posting notice of meetings of Commissioners Court at least 21 
days before election and on the county's Internet website.

Comments: 
A copy of the notice shall be preserved for a period of 22 months after the election. The 
county judge shall also retain a copy of the published notice that contains the name of the 
newspaper and the date of publication.
