Eligibility to Register

(TEC 13.001)

To be eligible to register to vote:

is 18 years of age;
is a U.S. Citizen;

has not been determined by a final judgment of a court exercising probate
jurisdiction to a totally mentally incapacitated, or partially mentally
incapacitated without the right to vote;

has not been finally convicted of a felony. If a person has a felony conviction,
they can regain their right to vote when the person’s sentence is fully
discharged, including any term of incarceration, parole or supervision or
completed a period of probation or if the person has been pardoned or
released from the resulting disability to vote;

is a resident of the county in which the application for registration is made;
and

must be 17 years and 10 months of age at the time registration.

Postmark Information

* If an envelope containing applications is mailed from
a source other than the Secretary of State and the
manila envelope bears a post office cancellation
mark, then:

—all of the VR applications contained in the
envelope should be treated as having been
postmarked on the same day.

— If the manila envelope is unmarked and there is
no indication as to when the envelope was sent,
the voters may be treated as having registered on
the date the applications were received.

Under the NVRA, the only permissible voter removal
programs that counties may undertake during this period
until after the primary, and any subsequent primary
runoff, are:

e to remove voters who voluntarily cancel their voter
registration

e voters who are deceased
e voters who are finally convicted of a felony; or

e adjudicated mentally incapacitated without the right t
vote. g

New Law: House Bill 1217 (2023, R.S.)

 Modified the required weekend days and hours for early
voting by personal appearance at the main early voting
polling place for counties.

* Removed the population threshold that required only
counties above a certain population to provide extended
weekday early voting hours.

e Means the voter registrar’s office must remain open to
provide voter registration information during the extended
hours or weekend hours that the main early voting polling
place is open for voting

Voter Registration Applications

 Instead of keeping the original registration
applications and supporting documentation, a voter
registrar may record the applications and
documentation on an optical disk or other computer
storage medium approved by the SOS. However,
Texas Administrative Code Rule 81.412 provides that:

— A voter registrar who records voter registration data for storage purposes on
optical disk or other computer storage medium, shall follow the procedures
for such storage as set forth in the rules under Title 13 of the Texas
Administrative Code, Chapter 7, Subchapter C, concerning Standards and
Procedures for Management of Electronic Records.

Voter Registration Applications

e Title 13, Texas Administrative Code Rule 7.75 provides the following:

— (a) Local governments must implement and maintain an electronic records
security program for office and storage areas that:

(1) ensures that only authorized individuals have access to electronic
records;

(2) provides for backup and recovery of records to protect against
information loss;
(3) ensures that authorized individuals are trained to safeguard confidential
electronic records; and
(4) minimizes the risk of unauthorized alteration or erasure of
electronic records.

— (b) A duplicate copy of essential records and any software or

documentation required to retrieve and read the records must be
maintained in a separate storage area.

Voter Registration Applications

e So what does all of this mean?

— The voter registrar must keep a duplicate copy of
voter registration applications, whether originals
of the documents or in another computer storage
medium, in a separate storage area from the
electronic records.

— We recommend reviewing the Active and Inactive
File Storage Policy in DocShare which addresses
this matter in further detail.
